1. Contractors are advised to visit the site  and understand the nature & scope of the work and 
doubts of any nature should be got clarified before quoting. 

2. Quoted rate should be workable and should include all overheads and profits. 

3. Rates should include all taxes, duties, octroi, levies, wages as per act , VAT etc.. and should be 
firm for the entire contract period. No variation of rates will be allowed. 

4. Material supplied should conform to the stipulations as in the relevant I.S. codes (Latest 
Edition). However, in the absence of the same the decision of NABARD will be final. 

5. Any discrepancy in settlement of bills may be brought to the notice of the Bank within a period 
of one month after the settlement of the Bills.  The Bank will not entertain any claim regarding any 
dispute in settlement of the bills after the stipulated period. 

6. Income tax, Surcharge, Education Cess, VAT and other taxes as applicable will be deducted at 
source from all payments due to the contractor. The corresponding TDS certificates will also be 
issued to the contractors subsequently. 

7. All the conditions of the contract shall be binding on the Contractor. 

8. The contractor should obtain necessary permission that may be required for the purpose of this 
contract from such authorities as may be prescribed by law from time to time. 

9. The contractor should not employ any person who is prohibited by law from being employed 
for fulfilling obligations under this contract. 

10. Any act of indiscipline /misconduct/theft/pilferage on the part of any employee engaged by the 
contractor resulting in any loss to the Bank in kind or cash will be viewed seriously and the bank 
will have the right to levy damages or fine and / or even terminate the contract forthwith. 

11. In case of any default or failure on your part to comply with all/ any one of the terms/ 
conditions, the Bank reserves to itself the right to take necessary steps to remedy the situation 
including, inter-alia, the deduction of appropriate amount/ s from dues otherwise payable to you 
and/or by taking recourse to appropriate recovery proceedings. 
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12. If any dispute arises on any matter concerning this contract, the decision of the Bank 
shall be final and binding. 

13. The contractor should not at any time do, cause or permit any nuisance on the site/do 
anything which shall cause unnecessary disturbances or inconvenience to the 
occupants/visitors at site or near the site of work. 

14. The workmen employed by the contractor should abide by the general rules and 
regulations of the Bank at the Bank’s premises.  

15. The Bank reserves the right to accept/reject/revise any quotations/tenders either in 
whole or in part without assigning any reasons therefor, whatsoever. 

16. The contractor  shall not directly or indirectly transfer, assign or sublet the contract or 
any part of it. 

17. The contractor should sign and put the seal of the company on each and every page of 
this tender document before submitting the tender.  

18. All the charges towards transportation / labour used while supplying the material are to be 
included in the rates quoted by the contractor.  

19. All the pump/motors should have a guarantee of at least one year or more as given by the 
Company. All the guarantee cards available with materials will be handed over to the ACT / Bank’s 
Engineer so that the guarantee given for the material by the manufacturers are available to the 
Bank. 

20. If any material is found defective / mal-functional / nonfunctional during this period, shall be 
replaced by the contractor free of cost.  

21. No escalation of rates will be allowed for the entire contract period on any account.  

22. payment shall be made on completion and henceforth successful operation of each unit . 
5% of retention money will be deducted from each bill of the contractor. This retention 
money will be released at the end of successful completion of the defect   liability period 
of 12 months from the date of virtual completion of work . 

23. In case of delay in attending the  work in time , the bank will be at liberty to get the work done 
through any  other agency  and the cost thereof shall be recovered from the contractor at the 
discretion of the bank. 

24. The Contractor should arrange to obtain necessary insurance for his employees at his cost and 
should be responsible for the safety of persons, employed by him.  

25. The Contractor shall comply with all the applicable Acts, Rules, Regulations and Law (s) and 
NABARD will not in any way be liable or responsible for any default / irregularities / penalties on 
the Contractor's part. 

26. The work should be carried out with least inconvenience to the occupants. The workmen 
employed by the Contractor should abide by the Rules and Regulations maintained by NABARD 
in the premises, especially in respect of working hours, entry of the workers to the premises, 
interpersonal relation with the occupants etc.

29.      Any damages caused to the building / premises during the execution of the work shall be made good 
by the Contractor at his risk and cost and if necessary, through suitable Insurance cover.

worked out correctly, the rate quoted by the Contractor shall be taken as correct and not the 

amount.
