NABARD (Warehousing) Scheme, 2011-12 —
Provision of Refinance

As you are aware, Government of India (Gol) has accorded top priority for creation
of quality warehouse facilities in the country for reducing the inefficiencies in post
harvest management thereby addressing various issues related with food security.
An amount of Rs. 2,000 crore has been specifically allocated by the Gol to NABARD,
for financing establishment of warehousing infrastructure. Financial assistance is
available under this Scheme to State Governments, agencies owned/supported by
Central/State Governments, cooperatives, etc. It has now been decided to extend
financial assistance, by way of refinance out of this allocation to the banks to finance
establishment of warehousing infrastructure. Accordingly, all proposals sanctioned
by Regional Rural Banks, State/District Central Cooperative Banks, Urban
Cooperative Banks and Scheduled Commercial Banks during 2011-12 for
establishment of warehousing infrastructure will be eligible for refinance from
NABARD under the above Scheme.



2. Salient features of the Scheme are indicated in the following paragraphs.

i Eligible Borrowers
Individuals, private entities, cooperatives, public sector agencies, etc., would be
eligible to borrow from banks under this Scheme.

ii. Purpose/Activities

Projects sanctioned by the banks for creation of large sized storage infrastructure for
agricultural commodities, both dry and wet (warehouses, godowns, silos, cold
storages, etc.). Banks may please ensure technical feasibility and financial viability of
such investments.

iii. = Location of Projects

Keeping in view the priorities of Gol, banks should accord preference to the projects
located in the areas having inadequate storage infrastructure with reference to
production/procurement and distribution/consumption of agricultural commodities
(like Punjab, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, West
Bengal, Odisha, Chhattisgarh, Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Karnataka,
Tamil Nadu, Kerala, etc.). However, banks may finance projects in other states also
after satisfying themselves of the need for warehouse infrastructure there and avail
refinance from NABARD.

iv. Quantum of Refinance
Refinance assistance will ordinarily be provided to the extent of 100% of the amount
of loan disbursed to the borrower.

V. Rate of Interest

The rate of interest on refinance from NABARD has been fixed at 8% per annum.
The rate of interest to be charged to the borrowers will be decided by the respective
banks as per their extant policy.

vi.  Interest Rate Rebate

NABARD will provide an interest rate rebate @ 1.5% to those borrowers, who repay
their loans alongwith interest, strictly in accordance with the repayment schedule
prescribed by the financing bank during the currency of loan. Interest rate rebate
would be released by NABARD to the borrowers, after the full repayment of
principal and payment of interest by the borrower and on receipt of a certificate to
this effect by the financing bank.

vii. Repayment

Refinance availed by the banks under this scheme will be repayable in annual
instalments over a period of seven years, including a moratorium period of a
maximum period of 02 years. However the moratorium period allowed for



repayment of refinance shall not exceed the moratorium period extended by the
bank to the borrower.

viii. Eligibility Criteria

The eligibility criteria for the banks/eligible institutions to draw refinance from
NABARD will be determined as per the extant Refinance Policy for Schematic
Lending of NABARD.

ix.  Other Terms & Conditions
Refinance assistance under the scheme shall be governed by all other usual terms
and conditions pertaining to NABARD refinance.

X. Drawal of Refinance

Applications for the drawal of refinance may be submitted to the Regional Offices of
NABARD on a monthly/quarterly basis. A separate format is being prescribed for
this purpose.

xi.  Quality Aspects

Refinance assistance will be available in respect of the projects which conform to the
quality standards laid down by various agencies like, Warehousing Development &
Regulatory Authority (WDRA), Food Corporation of India (FCI), Central
Warehousing Corporation (CWC), Central/State Public Works Departments
(CPWD/State PWDs), etc. Similarly projects aiming to assist/support in creation of
smaller godowns which would be networked with the bigger warehouses, for
economies of scale and professional management support will be given priority.

xii.  Monitoring

NABARD will undertake on-site and off-site monitoring of the implementation of
the scheme throughout the loan period in association with the banks, with a view to
ensuring that the objectives of the scheme are completely met. If required, NABARD
may also engage professional agencies for undertaking monitoring and the
banks/ultimate borrowers will have to provide all necessary support and
cooperation to such agencies. On completion of the construction of the projects and
also on commencement of warehousing operations, the banks will have to submit to
NABARD a Project Completion and Operations Commencement Report.

xiii. Implementation Period

The Scheme will be operational during the year 2011-12. Refinance assistance from
NABARD would be available against the proposals sanctioned by banks during
2011-12. Priority will be accorded to the proposals sanctioned by the banks after the
date of issue of this circular. Though projects sanctioned from 01 April 2011 will be
eligible for refinance, provision of refinance against such proposals will be at the sole
discretion of NABARD and subject to the availability of funds. Disbursements



during subsequent years as per the phasings in the sanctions made by banks as
mentioned above will be eligible for refinance.

3. With a view to accelerating the pace of sanctioning proposals for setting up
additional warehousing facility for agricultural commodities in the country,
NABARD had invited request letters from private entities for availing loan
assistance from NABARD/Banks under this Scheme. A list of private sector agencies
which responded to our invitation is hosted on our website (www.nabard.org). You

may please bestow special attention to these proposals and expeditiously examine
their suitability to avail of loan assistance from your bank.

4. NABARD reserves the right to recall its refinance, if it is found that the loans
sanctioned by banks do not conform to the provisions of this Scheme.
