Conservation and Management of Coastal Resources as a Potential Adaptation
Strategy for Sea Level Rise” is being implemented in Krishna mangrove wetlands areas of
Andhra Pradesh. The project aims to overcome the consequences of sea level rise and seawater
inundation due to increased frequency of cyclonic storms and storm surges. Adaptation strategies
include restoration of degraded mangroves and demonstration of Integrated Mangrove Fishery
Farming System (IMFFS). The project is being executed by M.S. Swaminathan Research
Foundation (MSSRF).
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
